Certificate of Appreciation – awarded to individuals/groups, not necessarily a BS member, who have shown the 3 cardinal principles in an outstanding manner. 

DSK (Distinguished Service Key) – given to a member who has demonstrated extraordinary leadership, friendship, and service qualities far beyond the norm.

Best Active – awarded to the active member, not necessarily an exec member, who has shown the cardinal principles in an outstanding manner.

Leadership – awarded to the active member, not necessarily an exec member, who has shown outstanding leadership qualities.

Friendship – awarded to the active member, not necessarily an exec member, who has shown outstanding fellowship qualities.

Service – awarded to the active member, not necessarily an exec member, who has shown outstanding service qualities.

The Scout Law Award – awarded to the active member, not necessarily an exec member, who has demonstrated the 12 points of the Scout Law (trustworthy, loyal, helpful, friendly, courteous, kind, obedient, cheerful, thrifty, brave, clean, and reverent.)

Spirit of Alpha Phi Omega – awarded to actives and pledges who the active chapter feels have demonstrated the spirit of Alpha Phi Omega and who, but for this award, would have gone unrecognized.

Coat of Arms – Awarded to an active member, not necessarily an exec member, whom the active chapter feels embodies the ideals of Alpha Phi Omega.  The symbolism of the Coat of Arms stands for the very purpose of our Brotherhood.
