· Banquet tables and a podium will be available

· We need to use University Catering since we are using a room on campus (prices range from $15 to $20 a plate) – this is another incentive for us to go out and try to fundraise so that we can keep costs down  

· We will give awards

· We need to have people serve on different subcommittees



-need sponsors (could go out in community and ask 





businesses for donations, items to raffle off, etc.)


-we can agree to put businesses in the program so that we can advertise for 

them (therefore, they may be more willing to contribute to our event)
· We could auction off a faculty member to raise money (slave for an afternoon?)



-We need to get someone to agree first (


-could auction off other things as well (donated items, etc.)
CONCERNS:

· There are concerns about the cost of the event, because some people probably won’t want to pay that much.

· There was a suggestion made to sell single tickets for $20, and couple tickets for $30 a set
· We may be able to talk more about the cost in a few months when we know more about

UPDATE ABOUT A PREVIOUSLY DISCUSSED FUNDRAISING OPPORTUNITY:

· We could work concession stands: have to commit to working the whole season (there is an opportunity to make a lot of money, but it is a very big time commitment)

involved as well

may still be a possibility
