Agenda:  Discussing the status of the Banquet committees & Arbor Day
We will be charging a reduced rate for those who are leaving on internship.  The reduced rate will be $10 for a single, and $20 for a couple.  

Decorations: (Micheal gave a report.) The decorations are going slow right now.  Micheal has 25 glass globes to use as center pieces and some floating candles.  Table linens are included in the price of the food, and we can choose from white, black, and red tablecloths.    

-Andrew wanted to know how many tables there were before making major decisions about decorations.  We now know that we have 18 eight-top tables.  

-By the next meeting (3/23), this committee should have met and decided on a spending limit per table and have an idea of what will be done for the tables (color schemes, theme, etc.). 
Programming Committee: (Tanecia) Bob advised us to try to involve the faculty in the banquet so that they will continue to come in future years.  

Tanecia has a few ideas of how to do this.  

1) Faculty awards in each of the divisions.  (We would have to have informants from the Clinical and Experimental programs.)

2)  Games set up throughout the event – winning a prize for winning the game.  One option would be for each table to do some kind of activity together.  Doing games would break up the videos. 
Micheal had the idea of doing a “Who am I?” game. This could be a table game.  (We could gather obscure facts about faculty members or students leaving on internship.) 

-Doing a version of Scene It (could be an individual or table game)

-Thinking of obscure psychology quotes and seeing if anyone can identify who said it

-A scavenger hunt by tables
