· Artwork must be submitted framed and ready to hang (if applicable). Due to space limitations not all entries will be displayed. 

· Artwork must be no larger than 4’ x 5’. 

· The artist’s information (name, address, phone number) should be secured to the back of the entry.

· If the artwork is for sale, 15% of the proceeds must be given to our venue, Tornado Gallery.

· Poetry may be in English, Spanish or bilingual (English/Spanish.) Due to time limitations not all poetry may be presented.

· The LHFSA “Sabor Hispano 2008” Committee reserves the right to decline any submissions.

· Beginning on Monday, September 29, 2008 artists can pick up their entries from Daniel U. Sánchez at the Southwest Collections/Special Collections Library (on the Texas Tech campus.) After Friday, October 10, 2008, any any remaining artwork becomes the property of LHFSA.
